Geography: Borders and the Different Kinds of Maps
I.  Borders: the lines on maps represent borders.  There are 2 different types of borders:

1) Physical borders are the lines on maps that separate land from water.  Just like the walls in the room, these borders represent real physical barriers that you cannot walk through.

2) Political borders are other lines on maps that divide up continents into smaller countries, and further into states or provinces.  These lines represent how past and present leaders have divided our land and which nations control the land.  Political borders change over time as countries acquire more land, etc.

For example, when the U.S. first became its own nation there were only 13 states.  Therefore, a map of the U.S. in 1776 would have very different borders then a current map of the U.S., which is divided into 50 states. 

The borders you drew around your space in this classroom are like political borders because they do not show any real physical division but instead show the part of the room that you have claimed for yourself.  

II.  Different Kinds of Maps:
1) Political Maps are the most common kind of map.  These maps show how land is divided into countries/nations.  

2) Physical Maps show mountains, rivers, deserts, forests, and other physical distinctions on land.  These are also called TOPOGRAPHICAL maps.  

3) Economic Maps show where different kinds of goods and products are grown and produced.  For example, if you want to know which countries produce oil, you would use an economic map.  

4) Climate Maps shows how temperature differs from place to place.  For example, hotter places (like Africa) would be a different color than colder places (like Antarctica).
