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Global Regents Review – It Starts Now!

	Now that your English regents is over, it’s time to turn your mind to Global History!  It would be a shame to wait until May or June to start reviewing, so we’re going to start now.  Since you might not review in full force unless there was an exam at the end (and June is too long to wait), we’re going to have a midterm!  Yay global!  Your midterm exam will be on Monday, January 24.  It will be worth a total of 300 points.  You will receive 100 points simply by showing up!  Pretty awesome, huh?  You put your name on a test and get 100 points – what could be better than that?  Your second 100 points will be 50 multiple choice questions (2 points each), on Units 1-7 from this year.  The other 100 points will be from this week’s homework (I will explain this later).  A couple of things to keep in mind:

1. This exam is taking place on the last day of the 3rd marking period.  Therefore, you will not be able to get points back by doing corrections.  What does this mean to you?  It means you have to STUDY!  (Note:  I will be adding additional points on this test for unused bathroom passes, SAT practice test attendance, blog extra credit, and extra homework that can be done.)

2. If you are not going to be in school on Monday for the midterm, you MUST give me a note and take the exam beforehand.  If you do not, you will receive a zero for the exam and it will have a very harmful effect on your grade for the marking period.

As you all know, you will only get out of the regents (midterm) what you put into it.  The more work you do now, the better your grade will be – for this midterm and for the Regents Exam.
As some of you might remember, we have a class website http://mhvpglobal.weebly.com/regents-review.html.  I asked you all in September, 2009, to bookmark it on your home computer.  If you haven’t, you need to do it when you get home, because it’s where our homework for the week will be and will be essential for your Midterm and Regents review.
