Homework – Regents Review ONLINE

	We’re going to do something a bit different this week – you’re going to have a choice about what amount of homework you can do every night for the next 3 nights.  Here’s what you need to do:

	These are the units that will be on our midterm.  There are a total of 109 multiple choice questions in these 10 sections.  You will be required to do 100 of these questions for homework over the next 3 days (Tuesday, Wednesday, & Thursday – there is no homework on Friday, since most of you have the SATs on Saturday and I will need to get your hw back to you so you can use it to study for the midterm).  These 100 questions will count as 100 points on your midterm.  I don’t care in what order you do the questions, or how many questions you do per night.  You can do about 30 per night or you can do all 100 tonight and get it over with.  You can wait until Wednesday night and do all 100 questions.  NOTE:  There are 109 questions, so if you want to do all 109, I’ll give you 9 points of extra credit.  It would be lovely if I could get a computer report that you’ve done them, but since I cannot get a report for each student and what they’ve actually done, you’re going to have to do a bit of writing.  The following is one of the questions from the “Scientific Revolution” section.  When you answer it correctly, you will see the following:

INSTRUCTIONS FOR HOMEWORK:

You will do the following for each question:

1. Tell me whether you got it right or wrong the first time and if you got it wrong, what answer(s) did you write.

2. Write down the main idea of the question.  I would like you to put the question and answer in your own words.  So, for this question, you could write something like, “Bacon, Galileo, and Newton used the scientific method to carry out experiments and begin the Scientific Revolution.”




If you would like to do this on a word document and print it out as I have, above, that is fine, but you still need to hand me a print out of the work.  You can hand in the homework on any of the days, but only hand it in when finished with the 100 questions (or on Thursday, if you don’t do all of the questions).

By doing this as homework, at the end of the 3 nights, you will have a big study sheet of what you knew and what you didn’t – sort of your own personal study sheet.  And, you get the points on your test whether or not you got the questions initially correct.  Isn’t that awesome?  As long as you do the assignment in the correct form (above), you get the points.  Remember, I don’t care that you get the questions correct on the homework – I care that you get them write on the midterm and regents exams. 
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
