What is a haiku?

1. A haiku captures a single moment.

2. It does not rhyme.

3. Deals at least partly with nature.

4. Has a hint of sadness.

5. Only hints at the author’s meaning.

6. Leaves the rest to the reader’s imagination.

7. Is based on Zen Buddhism – during meditation, one will have a sudden flash of insight.
