Unit 6 Class Projects: Middle Ages in Europe and Japan
Directions: Choose one of the following projects to complete.  These projects are designed to help you review for the upcoming Unit 6 test.   You should use your notes to help you complete all of the following project options.  You may cut out any of the pictures from your do-now to use for your project as well.  Once you have chosen a project, get teacher approval and ask for supplies. 

1) Timeline Project: create a timeline of all the important events/ concepts in this unit.  Your timeline must include at least 5 pictures (drawn, printed, or cut out) that help to explain an event or concept visually. For each event you must write a description or explanation and make an inference.  

2) Flow Project: write a rap/rhyme about the events we have been studying.  You must include at least 10 events or vocabulary words in your flow.

3) Story Project: write a story from the perspective of someone living through these events.  You must refer to at least 7 events/vocabulary words in your story. 

4) Story Board/ Cartoon Project: create a visual story board/ cartoon explaining the events and issues in this unit.  You may use the pictures from the internet, magazines, or draw your own.  You must cover all the important events covered in this unit and include captions for each picture. 

5) DBQ or Thematic Essay: write a well organized 4-5 paragraph DBQ or thematic essay about this topic.  You must ask for a DBQ packet, or thematic essay question on this unit or theme. 

6) Photojournalism Project: create a photojournalism magazine related to this unit.  Your magazine must 8-10 pages (including one title page, and 7-9 pages content).  On each page, you must include one picture (from internet, class sources, or drawn) and a 1-paragraph description of the event with your own opinions and perspectives. 

7) Review/Teaching Guide:  create a review packet that covers all of the material covered in this unit.  Your review packet should be designed for somebody who knows nothing about these topics. 

8) Regents Style Test:  Create a regents style test for this unit.  Your test must include: 1) at least 15 multiple choice questions, 2) 3-5 DBQ questions, 3) a DBQ essay question, and 4) a thematic essay question.
