HW – Analyzing Primary Source Documents

On a separate sheet of paper (write #202 in the upper right hand corner), you now need to explain all your findings in a piece of written work. You need to write an essay – at least two pages, handwritten – adding a lot of detail.

You will be marked on how well you explain the ideas in the sources and how clear your writing is.  Use at least 3 quotes from the sources to support your arguments.

When writing, you might want to think about the following questions:
· How useful are Sources A and B to explain why President Truman ordered the dropping of the atomic bombs on Japan in 1945?

· How reliable is Source C to an historian why the Americans dropped the Atomic Bomb on the Japanese in 1945?

· “Truman was fully justified in dropping the atomic bombs on Japan to end the war in the Pacific.”  Is there sufficient evidence in Sources A to J to support this interpretation?  
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
