Machiavellian Reasoning:

3) President Obama makes a deal with England that if England is attacked by anyone, we will come to its defense.  England gets attacked by Spain, but in order for us to give England troops, we’d have to start a draft.  Should President Obama have to keep his word to England? Why? 

4) The 11th grade gets a brand new math teacher who’s never taught before and you have to give the new teacher 5 pieces of advice that he will follow in his class no matter what the advice is.  Keep in mind that at the end of 11th grade, you will have to take and pass a Regents exam, or else you will not be able to graduate high school.  What would you tell them?
