Hey 11th graders,

So… I was sitting here thinking/obsessing about the Regents Exam, as I tend to do… Today marks the 2-month mark until the Global Regents.  As you were told yesterday, your regents will be on WEDNESDAY, JUNE 15 at 9:15am.  Two months might seem like a lot of time, but it will be here in a snap (please snap your fingers once – only once – if you’re actually reading this, so that I know you’re all reading and not just humoring me and pretending to read but really zoning out).

Since the Regents is coming up fast and furious, so will the work we’ll be doing for it.  And since we all want to do really well on the Regents exam, we might as well start working for it today, right?  RIGHT!  I KNEW you’d feel the same way I did!

Then I was thinking about how I really haven’t given you much homework over our school breaks – in fact, I don’t believe I’ve ever given you anything to do over a break.  What could I have been thinking?  It must have been temporary insanity… 

I’ve also been feeling a bit jealous of Mr. Salva lately.  He gives you all of these great math packets and you seem to love them!  Then I started thinking, maybe I should give them a global packet and then they’ll love me as much as Salva!  So, attached is your global packet for the break.  The good news is that you are actually going to get a full 2 WEEKS to do the assignment.  The assignment is due on Monday, May 2.  It is also going to be the first (and maybe only) project grade for the 6th marking period.  In other words, if you don’t do this assignment, you’re really setting yourself up for not-such-good things to happen for the last marking period.

Here’s the assignment.  You need to go out and get/buy/steal yourself 100 index cards of any size.  What you’re going to do is to make regents study guide notecards/flashcards for yourself.  We’re going to use these notecards to do a lot of different things during our review, so you MUST do this assignment or you’ll have major problems in the future.  What you need to do is to put the term on the front and the appropriate information (as shown in the packet) on the back.  There are 100 terms.  The assignment is worth 200 points.  Can you figure out how much each term will be worth?  Do the math… Make Mr. Salva proud…

But, since it’s an assignment to be done over break, there should be a prize for whoever does this assignment the best, right?  Right!  So, whoever has the best set of index cards wins!  What I mean by “best” is whoever gets “globally creative” with their cards – in other words, do something on the card to somehow reflect the term in a way other than writing the words.  Things you could do include: (1) drawing a picture on the card to reflect the term, (2) if not artistic, pasting a picture from the internet, or (3) any number of other ways to reflect the term.  Keep in mind that you don’t get points for coloring on your cards – that’s not the point of being “globally creative” – the point is to find another way to reflect the term on your card.  NOTE: If anyone puts glitter on their cards, and gets it all over me, I will take off points.  Seriously.
