Revolutions seek to reform (change) political, economic, and social conditions. The term revolution refers to change that has a significant impact on history. Although the term is most often used to describe political revolutions, it can also describe social, intellectual, and/or economic change.

	Neolithic
	· Nomadic to permanent settlements 

· Domestication of plants and animals (agriculture)

	Scientific
	· Went against Church to prove humans could explain science

· Galileo Galilei: Proved Copernicus correct, telescope

· Isaac Newton: discovered gravity

· Led to Enlightenment 

	Industrial 
	· Late 1800s, Great Britain

· Urbanization (moving to cities)

· Factories, machines, mass production 

· Capitalism supports it; communism criticizes it

	Effects of Industrial Revolution
	· Positive: economic growth, cheaper goods, improved diet & medicine

· Negative: pollution, ghettos, child labor, dehumanization, economic inequality

	Latin American
	· Inspired by American and French Revolutions, response to European Imperialism 

· Castro (Cuba), L’Ouverture (Haiti), Bolivar (South America)

	Russian/

Bolshevik (1917)
	· Bolsheviks = Communists

· Led by Vladimir Lenin (and Joseph Stalin after Lenin died)

· Fought against Czar/monarchy

· Promised people ‘Peace, Land and Bread’

· Resulted in world’s first communist country

	Chinese Communist Revolution 
	· Led by Mao Zedong (Communist)

· Supported by peasants, setup command economy

· Communism led to economic failure 

	French Revolution

(1789-1794) 
	· Led by Third Estate - poorest estate, paid the most taxes 

· Fought against King Louis XVI (16th)

· Robespierre led the Reign of Terror, killed enemies with the guillotine


Theme: Political and Economic Systems

Societies have developed different economic systems for many reasons. 
	Theocracy
	· Government run by religious leaders

· Ruler is considered divine (part god)

	Direct Democracy
	· Citizens rule directly by voting on laws instead of electing representatives to make decisions

· Athens (Greece) is the first democracy

	Republic
	· Citizens vote for leaders who then make government decisions

· This type of government began in Rome

	Feudalism
	· Lords (landowner) granted a fief (land) to a vassal, who offered service to his lord

· Manorialism

· Feudal structure:  




	Absolute Monarchy
	· Also called absolutism

· monarch (king or queen) has absolute power

· believe in divine right, the idea that the monarch gets his/her authority from God

	Limited Monarchy
	· also called constitutional monarchy
· monarch’s power is checked by laws and by Parliament (law-making congress)

	Centralized Government
	· a central authority has power over an entire country instead of local authorities 

· one strong government rules instead of many tribes, clans, city-states, small kingdoms

	Socialism
	· Land and capital are owned by the public

· Resources are divided equally among citizens

· Communism is a form of socialism

· Capitalism is the enemy of socialism

· Key thinker: Karl Marx

	Totalitarianism
	· government has total control

· leader is a dictator
· methods of control: police terror, brainwashing, ethnic persecution, censorship

· Hitler and Stalin are examples of totalitarian leaders

· United Nations created after WWII to prevent future world wars and genocides

· Nuremberg Trials put Nazis in prison and executed for planning Holocaust

	Fascism
	· a form of totalitarianism

· extreme form of nationalism 

· emphasizes loyalty to the state and its leader

· has a strong military

· Hitler & Mussolini (Italy)


Theme: Science and Technology
	Irrigation
	· Irrigation is necessary for agriculture; crops need water.

· Neolithic Revolution: first civilizations settled in river valleys in order to provide water for their crops.

· Advances in irrigation allowed people to settle away from river valleys (example: the Romans built aqueducts)

	Printing Press
	· The printing press allowed the rapid spread of ideas
· Encouraged the spread of Renaissance and Enlightenment thinking

· Helped to encourage revolutions around the world.

· Johann Gutenberg is credited for inventing the printing press in Europe

· This invention was very important to the Protestant Reformation because many people could read Martin Luther’s 95 Theses

	New Technology from Industrialization
	· Improved steam engine

· can be used to run spinning machines in textile factories

· also used for steamboats and railroads for faster & safer transportation (which is good for business and conquest)

	Nuclear Technology
	· First atomic bombs were dropped on Japan (Hiroshima and Nagasaki) by the United States to end World War II

· Far more destructive than any other weapon; have never been used since

· Nuclear arms race between U.S. and USSR (Cold War) to get a military advantage caused a build up of weapons

	Green Revolution
	· Think: green = farming

· Better farming techniques

· Increase in food output (production)

· Unequal access to developing countries ( new technology is very expensive and small farmers cannot take advantage of it

	Vaccinations
	· Epidemics are widespread diseases

· Black Death/Bubonic Plague, Small Pox, the Flu, and AIDS

· Some diseases cannot be cured, but a vaccine can make people immune to the disease


Theme: Leaders

	King Hammurabi
	· Created first written law/legal code – Code of Hammurabi
· “Eye for an Eye”

	Martin Luther


	· Protested the Pope, Catholic church

· Wrote and posted 95 Theses

· Leader of the Protestant Reformation

	Napoleon Bonaparte


	· French people turned to Napoleon for stability after the French Revolution

· Became an absolute monarch; ruled an empire (that collapsed because of nationalism/revolutions and his invasion of Russia – lost because of climate)

· Napoleonic Code = Legal Code like Hammurabi Code

	Karl Marx


	· Wrote Communist Manifesto

· Believed workers should overthrow the owners

· Inspired by Industrial Revolution 

	Soviet Leaders


	· 1st: Lenin led Bolshevik/Russian Revolution (Peace, Land and Bread)

· 2nd: Stalin used five-year plans to help USSR industrialize. Totalitarian leader whose farm collectivization led to famine & economic mess.
· 3rd: Gorbachev made communism collapse by trying to add capitalism w/ perestroika and glasnost – end of Cold War!

	Communist Leaders


	· Mao Zedong (China), Fidel Castro (Cuba), Ho Chi Minh (Vietnam), Kim Jong il (North Korea)

· Also associated with nationalism, independence movements

	Nelson Mandela


	· First black president of South Africa

· Spent 27 years in jail for fighting apartheid

· United blacks and whites, brought sports back to country


Theme: Nationalism
Nationalism is a powerful force that can have positive and negative effects on nations and regions. 

	Nationalism
	· Pride in one’s country 

· Desire to improve/expand/gain independence

· Can lead to a country unifying (Germany and Italy) or breaking apart (Austria-Hungary, India/Pakistan)

	India – 20th century
	· Fought against British Imperialism 

· Led by Gandhi (non-violently)

· Resulted in independence and partition of India and Pakistan 

	Africa
	· European imperialist countries divided Africa into colonies (Scramble for Africa)

· Berlin Conference divided ethnic groups in late 1800s

· Independence movements in 1950s 

· Kwame Nkrumah (Ghana), Jomo Kenyatta (Kenya)

	Latin America
	· Toussaint L’Ouverture (Haiti)

· Simon Bolivar (South America)

· Fidel Castro (Cuba)

· Che Guevera (Cuba, Bolivia, etc.)

	South Africa 
	· Fought racist apartheid system

· Apartheid ended in the 1990s

· Led by Nelson Mandela and Desmond Tutu

	Turkey
	· Kemal Ataturk: First president (1900s)

· Westernized and modernized

· Borrowed ideas and technology from western Europe

	French Revolution 

1789-1794
	· Inspired by American Revolution

· Influenced by Enlightenment writers

· Third Estate led the revolution against King Louis XVI b/c of unequal taxes

· Inspired other revolutions (Haiti and other places)


Theme: Economic Systems

	Means of Production
	· Land: the ground and any raw materials that grow from it

· Labor: the people who do the work

· Capital:  all equipment used in making goods; all money to buy equipment, to pay for land, or to pay for labor

	Subsistence Farming
	· Grow just enough food to meet the needs of the immediate family
· Associations: agrarian, agricultural, Neolithic Revolution

	Mercantilism
	· Colonies supply raw materials (natural resources) and provide markets (places to sell products)

· Economic system of imperialism

	Command Economy
	· Communism

· means of production are publicly owned and equally distributed by gov’t
· Thought of by Karl Marx (Communist Manifesto)

· Examples: Soviet Union, China, North Korea
· Put the word government in front of command ( 
government commands economy

	Free Market Economy
	· Pure Capitalism 

· Means of production are privately owned;

· relies on supply and demand

· laissez-faire ( hands off!
· Thought of by Adam Smith (Wealth of Nations)

Put the word government in front of free market ( 
· government frees economy

	Mixed Economy
	· ½ free market, ½ command; some industries are owned by the state (country), others are privately owned
· Examples: modern, Westernized economies like Europe and the United States


Theme: Conflict
Human beings have been in conflict since the beginning of history. Conflict occurs when two or more groups cannot come to a peaceful agreement. Early conflicts were a battle to control natural resources. Other causes of conflict are religious, ethnic, and political differences. 

	Reign of Terror
	· Lasted from 1793 to 1794

· Robespierre tried to eliminate enemies of the French Revolution

· Used the guillotine (violence) to kill thousands of people

	World War I
	· Lasted from 1914 to 1918

· Causes: (MAIN) Militarism, Alliances, Imperialism, Nationalism (and assassination)

· Allied Powers (USA, Britain, Russia, France) vs. Central Powers (Austria-Hungary, Germany, Ottoman Empire)

	World War II
	· Lasted from 1939 to 1945

· Hitler came to power by using Jews as scapegoat for Germany’s problems

· Allied Powers (U.S., Soviet Union, Britain) stopped Hitler’s imperialism/Holocaust of Axis Powers (Germany, Italy, Japan)

· U.S. dropped atomic bomb on Hiroshima/Nagasaki, Japan, to end deadliest war ever

	Cold War
	· Lasted from 1945 to 1991
· Non-violent war between the Soviet Union/USSR (and other communist countries) and the United States (and other democratic countries)

· NATO is the democratic alliance; Warsaw Pact is the communist alliance

· Berlin Wall divided Berlin into democratic and communist sides. The fall of the wall symbolized the end of the Cold War
· Involved the U.S. and the Soviet Union (U.S.S.R) competing to be the world’s only superpower
· Capitalism and democracy vs. communism
· Ended when the fall of the Berlin Wall in Germany led to the collapse of communism in the Soviet Union

	Arab-Israeli Conflict
	· Fighting in the Middle East from 1948-present

· Zionism resulted in the creation of the Jewish country, called Israel.  After the Holocaust, Jews felt they needed their own nation more than ever.

· Israel is located in Palestine, the ancient homeland of the Jews.  HOWEVER, there were Palestinian people there when Israel was formed.


Theme: Imperialism

	Imperialism/

Colonialism
	· domination of one country over the government/economy of another region (creates colony)

	Reasons to Imperialize 
	· natural resources (aka raw materials), new markets (places to sell products), cheap labor

	India


	· Indians angry at British rule; Gandhi resisted nonviolently

· Sepoy Mutiny was an Indian revolt again British imperialism

· India became independent but was divided into separate countries b/c of religious differences

	Scramble for Africa
	· During Industrial Rev., European countries wanted Africa’s resources

· Divided land and ignored traditional African ethnic boundaries

· African nations gained independence after WWII, but still suffer from effects of European colonialism

	White Man’s Burden
	· Says it is the duty of white nations to “spread civilization” to non-European people (in Asia and Africa)

	Opium War
	· The Opium War increased European spheres of influence in China.

· Led to an increase in Western trade and influence in Asia

	Spheres of Influence
	· An area where an imperialist nation has control over the people; example: Britain in China

· Chinese people rebelled against spheres of influence during the Boxer Rebellion (always goes with the Sepoy Mutiny)

	Japan
	· Japan did not want to end up being imperialized like China

· During the Meiji Restoration, Japan westernized, industrialized and updated its military

· Japan now had industry, but lacked natural resources.  Japan decided to imperialize China.


Theme: Human Rights

	Encomienda System
	- Popular in Spanish colonies

- Landowners forced native peoples to work (labor) and pay taxes 

	Caste System
	- Popular in rural areas of India

- Rigid class structure; part of Hinduism

- Limits social and economic progress 

	Apartheid 
	- Racist system used in South Africa

- Forced blacks to live/work in certain areas

- Nelson Mandela, Desmond Tutu fought against apartheid

- Foreign countries boycotted/used sanctions against S. Africa

	Holocaust
	- Hitler’s Nazis forced Jews into ghettoes, concentration camps

- Genocide killed 6 million Jews and others 

- Nazi leaders were convicted in court during Nuremberg Trials

	Cambodia
	- Genocide committed by Pol Pot, leader of Khmer Rouge

- Example of communist/capitalist battle during Cold War

	Armenians
	- Genocide took place in Turkey

- Ethnic group massacred by Ottoman Empire

- In the late 19th and early 20th centuries

	Hutus/Tutsis 
	- Rival ethnic groups in Rwanda

- Hutus massacred Tutsis (H before T) in 1994 genocide 

- Example of an effect of European imperialism in Africa


Theme: Geography

At various times in global history, human activity has altered or changed the land people live on and their surrounding environment. These changes in physical geography have affected society. Geographic factors have positively and negatively influenced historical developments and historical events of nations/regions. 

	Rivers
	· Provide good soil for farming (agriculture) and easy transportation for trade. Connect to ancient river valleys!
· Yangtze, Yellow – Middle Kingdom: China

· Indus, Ganges – India 

· Nile - Egypt

	Mountains
	· Barrier to invasion, limit cultural diffusion

· Hard to farm so people use terrace farming. Example of people adapting to meet the challenges of their geography.

	Islands
	· Piece of land surrounded on all sides by water

· Easy to defend against attack (example: England)

· Japan (archipelago – group of islands)

· England & Japan: few natural resources forces country trade/imperialism, rely on ocean, strong navies

	Natural resources
	· Many countries have taken over other countries for their natural resources

· Ex: oil, water, diamonds (Cecil Rhodes, Africa), rubber

	Man-Made Features 
	· Great Wall of China

· Canals – Suez and Panama (Imperialism, shorten trade routes, expensive, hard to build, centers of conflict)

· Irrigation – Egypt, Mesopotamia

	Climate/Weather
	· Seasonal rains: fertile land in river valleys

· Harsh climate = harder to invade

· Russia’s cold, harsh climate has protected it from Napoleon and Hitler

	Deserts 
	· Hot, dry, little rainfall

· Barrier to civilization

· Sahara in North Africa (has isolated groups of people)

	Geography
	· Physical barriers lead to ethnic/cultural diversity, isolate groups.


Theme: Cultural and Intellectual Life

	Ancient Greece
	· Athens (Democracy & Philosophy (Socrates, Plato, Aristotle)

· City-States (because of geography) 

· Sparta (All about military)

	Golden Age of Islam
	· Inventions (math, science: Islam) 
· Preserved Greek and Roman culture
· Prosperous, peaceful 

	Byzantine Empire
	· Preserved Greco-Roman culture

· Justinian’s Code

	Enlightenment 
	· Natural Rights

· Wrote about connection between people and government

· Montesquieu: Spirit of the Laws (checks and balances/3 branches of gov’t)

· Machiavelli: The Prince (“the ends justify the means”) 

· Rousseau: Social Contract 

· John Locke: Two Treatises of Government 

(Natural Rights, Natural Laws) 

· Democracy (revolution) 


Theme: Belief Systems/Religions
At various times in global history, members of different religions have acted to bring people together. Members of these same religions have also acted to divide people and have caused conflict. 

	Animism
	· All about nature
· First religion, popular worldwide 

· Believes in spirits in animals, ancestors 

· Believes in natural forces

	Judaism
	· Monotheistic (Belief in one G-d)

· Started in Middle East

· G-d promises Jews land in Palestine (called Israel)

· Attacked during Holocaust

	Christianity
	· Most popular religion in the world; Bible

· Monotheistic (Belief in one G-d; Jesus is son of G-d)

	Islam
	· Popular in Middle East and North Africa

· Based on teachings of Muhammad, written in the Qu’ran (Koran)

· Monotheistic (belief in one G-d – called Allah)

· Mecca, Hajj, Ramadan
· Connect to Mansa Musa and Mali!

	Hinduism
	· Popular in India

· Believes in caste system (rigid class structure)

· Polytheistic (belief in more than one god)

· Reincarnation based on karma

	Buddhism
	· Four Noble Truths, Nirvana, Eightfold Path, Peace

· Spread in Asia by cultural diffusion 

	Confucianism
	· Created by Confucius 

· Emphasizes ORDER & social responsibility

· Believes in filial piety (respecting your parents)

· Popular in China

	Taoism
	· Emphasizes BALANCE (Yin-Yang)

	Shintoism
	· Similar to animism and taoism

· Native religion of Japan

· Respect for nature and ancestors


Theme: Movement

	Migration
	· Movement of people from one place to another

	Types of Migration
	· Voluntary Migration (by choice)
· nomads are hunter-gatherers, constantly on the move 

· Irish people left Ireland to escape poverty and starvation when there was a potato famine (scarcity of food)
· Forced Migrations (required)
· Jews have been forced out of Palestine and Europe

· Many Africans were taken from their homeland during the Age of Exploration and sold as slaves

	Trade
	· The movement of goods between areas

· The main reason for trade is a scarcity [lack] of resources

· Trade involves import and export
· Import: bringing goods into the country

· Export: shipping goods out of the country

	Cultural Diffusion
	· Exchange of ideas between different cultures

· Occurs during trade, conquest, and migration

· Ex: Spread of Islam along trade routes (like Mansa Musa in the African Mali Empire, Timbuktu)

	Silk Road
	· 4,000 mile trade route stretching from China/Asia to Europe

· Marco Polo famous for traveling/writing along the Silk Road 

· Goods, ideas, and technology were spread from East to West along the Silk Road (cultural diffusion!)

	Crusades
	· European Christians fought to take control of Palestine (the Middle East) from Muslims

· Christians lost Crusades, but there was a very important outcome ( Crusades led to cultural diffusion and made Europeans interested in goods, ideas, and technologies from the Middle East


Theme: Miscellaneous

	Nuclear Technology (Science and Technology)
	· First atomic bombs were dropped on Japan by the U.S. to end WWII

· Far more destructive than any other weapon; have never been used since

· Nuclear arms race between U.S. and USSR (Cold War) to get a military advantage caused a build up of weapons

	Irrigation (Science and Technology)
	· Irrigation is needed for agriculture; crops need water.

· Neolithic Revolution: the first civilizations settled in river valleys in order to provide water for their crops.

· Advances in irrigation allowed people to settle away from river valleys (example: the Romans built aqueducts to bring water from far away)

	Green Revolution
	· Think: green = grass, grass = farming. Agriculture = Farming

· Better farming techniques led to more food production

	Silk Road
	· 4,000-mile trade route stretching from China (in Asia) to Europe

· Marco Polo famous for traveling along the Silk Road and writing down notes 

· Goods, ideas, and technology were spread from East to West and the other way around along the Silk Road (cultural diffusion!)

	Crusades
	· European Christians fought to take control of the Middle East from Muslims

· Christians lost the Crusades, but there was a very important outcome ( 

· Crusades led to cultural diffusion and made Europeans interested in goods/ideas/technologies from the Middle East

	Cultural Diffusion
	· Exchange of ideas between different cultural groups

· Occurs during trade, conquest, and migration

· Examples:

· Spread of Buddhism from India along trade routes

· Spread of Islam (like Mansa Musa in the African Mali Empire)

	Migration
	· The movement of people from one region to another

· Voluntary Migrations:
· Irish people left Ireland to escape poverty and starvation when there was a potato famine

· Forced Migrations:
· Many Africans were taken from their homeland during the Age of Exploration and sold as slaves

	Primary Source
	· Original records of an event (diary, journal, letter)

	Secondary source

	· Later writings and interpretations of historians and other writers (textbook)
