PART I:  Fill in the blanks.

PART II – Post-it Activity
As I hope you realize by now, I truly believe that anything is possible – on your Regents exam and in your lives.  Any of you can pass this Global regents exam – it’s simply a matter of whether or not you’re going to put in the work.  It’s in your hands.

After 2 years as your teacher, you probably also realized that I’m hyper-organized.  I like putting things in order.  So, when I look at the possibility of different students passing the regents, I tend to place students into 4 categories:

1. Have Passed/Will Pass (those who took it in January are in this category)

2. Will Likely Pass

3. Must Work Really Hard To Have A Decent Chance

4. Need Drastic (huge) Turnaround To Pass

Think about how hard you’ve been working for the past 2 years (or how hard you haven’t been working).  Think about things like how many multiple-choice questions you’ve been getting correct on our exams this year (they’ve all been 50 multiple-choice, just like on the regents exam).  Think about how hard you study (or don’t study). Think about how you think you’ll do on the Regents exam.  Be realistic.  

Now write your name on your post-it and place it in the category (on the board) that you think you belong.  You can definitely be confident – heck, if you’ve been doing great and know you’re going to work hard and pass, feel free to put yourself in that first “Have Passed/Will Pass” category.  If you haven’t been doing much of anything, put yourself in the “Need Drastic Turnaround To Pass” category.  Note that there is NO category of “Definitely Failing.”  I don’t believe that any of you are in that category and therefore refuse to make one.
