INSTRUCTIONS FOR THEMATIC ESSAY OUTLINING HW

NOTE:  This homework is to be done in your marble “Thematic Essays” notebooks

For homework (due on Tuesday), you are being given thematic essays on 4 different themes:

WS#260A&B = Human Rights Violations (2 different essays – different tasks)
WS#262A&B = Conflict (2 different essays – different tasks)
WS#263 = Science and Technology (one essay)
WS#264A&B&C = Geography (3 different essays – different tasks)

	You need to recognize that even though a theme might be the same, the tasks may be different.  Here is what you need to do with each essay (a total of 8 essays):

1. Put the number of the essay (ex. 260A) on the upper right hand corner.
2. Copy both the Theme (and contents of the theme box) and the Task (and contents of that box).  NOTE:  you may cut and tape the Theme and Task if you like, instead of writing it.
3. Outline the essay, the way you would if this were the thematic essay on your Regents Exam.  You are to include in this outline anything you would include in an essay on the Regents.
a. When you outline, remember not to write full sentences – you will write in full sentences when you write your essay.
b. While you may use our class notes for the outline, please do NOT copy information word for word.  You need to put into your own outline only key information that you can remember for the regents.
