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HOW TO CORRECT EXAMS IN MS. COHEN’S GLOBAL CLASS

Tests are to be corrected using the instructions below.  NOTE:  The instructions are different than last year.  If you correct them as instructed, and hand the corrections within two days, you may receive up to ½ of the points added back to your grade.  As always, it will not be accepted past that due date.  I am giving you an extra day because the way we’re correcting exams this year is a bit different (and will take you a bit longer to do).  I highly recommend that you study the first time, so that this process will not take so long.  Corrections MUST be made on a separate sheet of paper, except for mapping sections, where the corrections can be made on the map itself.  You must hand in both your exam and your corrections (stapled on to the BACK of the test) in order to receive credit.

Multiple Choice Section:

Corrections will be done in a slightly different manner this year.  They will be done using the template below.  We are taking a Regents Exam this year.  If you choose not to study for exams, you will not only fail the test, but your odds won’t be too high for passing the Regents either.  Remember, ANYTHING IS POSSIBLE, but only if you put in the work to make it possible.  It’s your choice about how hard you choose to study.  As with history, everything in class (as in life) is based on the choices you make.

To that end, if you get any multiple choice questions incorrect, they will be corrected using the following template:

· Matching Section (same as last year) – copy the question and correct answer.
· Fill-In, Short Answer, or Essay Sections (same as last year) – write down the questions and fully answer the question.  If you got only partial credit, figure out what you left out (look in your notes) and write the complete answer.
· Mapping Sections – correct the maps on the exam itself.
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
