Guidelines for Giving Oral Presentations

As part of your Unit 2 Project, your group will make a presentation in front of the class. 

For your part of the presentation, you must speak for 2 minutes, you will:

· explain your research

· explain your visual display

Remember, when you are giving your presentation to the class you are helping your classmates review. Public speaking is an important skill to practice. In order to give an excellent presentation you should follow these guidelines:

· The first group member to present should clearly introduce your group’s topic

· Each individual group member should clearly state his or her role at the beginning of the presentation.

· Speak loudly

· Speak clearly

· Arrange for another group member to hold your visual display

· Use your hands to point to the parts of your visual display that you are presenting.

· Face the class!

· Practice your presentation the night before you present. A good way to do this is to:

· Plan what you are going to say (explain the most important parts of your part of the project)

· Present to someone at home, or, present in front of a mirror.

· Time yourself when you practice to make sure your presentation is 2 minutes long!
