Effects of the French Revolution
[image: ]The French Revolution and the reign of Napoleon transformed both France and Europe in many ways:

1. [image: ][image: ]Democratic Ideals – Napoleon’s conquests spread the ideals of democracy throughout Europe.  Groups struggled to achieve the goals of the French republic – what was their slogan again?  People wanted liberty from absolute monarchs and unjust governments.  They pursued equality by opposing social inequality and injustice.  They expressed fraternity, or brotherhood, by working together for a common cause.

2. [image: ]Nationalism – Among the French, the revolution and the conquests of Napoleon inspired feelings of national pride.  This pride and sense of na[image: ]tional identity replaced earlier loyalty to local authority and the person of the monarch.  The conquests of Napoleon also increased nationalistic feelings across Europe and around the world.  Can anyone guess what other parts of the world were inspired by Napoleon to fight for their freedom?  During this time, what other parts of the world were controlled by European powers?  Yes – his weakening of Spain led to the Latin American independence movements, which we will begin studying in our next class…
