Global History Regents Exam

What, When, and How?

A) What: The regents is a statewide exam. In order to graduate with a regular regents diploma, you must pass at least 4-regents exams with a 65% or above, and one with a 55 or above.  You must pass a total of 5 regents exams.  The exams you must pass are:



1) U.S. History (9th grade: June)



2) Global History (11th grade: June)



3) English (11th grade: January)



4) One Science



5) One Math

B) When?  Global History is a TWO-year course and you will take your Global History Regents Exam in June of your 11th grade year.  

C) How? 4 sections (2 essays, multiple choice, and DBQs):

1) 50 Multiple Choice Questions: Always eliminate answers you know are wrong.  NEVER leave a question blank – it is always better to guess than to not answer at all.   

2) THEMATIC ESSAY: An essay on any given theme.  For example, you may be asked to write about turning points in history (like the Neolithic Revolution), periods of change or technological development, how geography effects society (like how mountains kept Ancient Chinese civilizations isolated from other cultures) or a concept (like belief systems or Nationalism).  At the bottom of the directions you will always be provided with examples of events you may want to write about in your essay.  You job is to show off how much you know.  Use as many key terms and information as you possibly can.  

3) DBQ questions: (11-15 Document Based Questions) – on one topic.  If you are unsure of the answer, just copy the sentence in the document that you think could contain the answer.  

4) DBQ ESSAY:  An essay on one topic where you must use the Documents provided in the DBQ questions and your prior knowledge to write an essay on the topic of the DBQ's.  Make sure to refer to specific documents.  For example: In document 2 it shows how African-Americans protested injustice by staging sit-ins at lunch counters. Sit-ins are... In document 3 the author...
