PREPARATION FOR TOMORROW’S SOCRATIC SEMINAR:

GRADING:  your grade for tomorrow’s Socratic Seminar will be based on the following:

1. Speaking – did you speak articulately?  Did you make your points clear?  Remember, if you do not speak at all, you cannot get credit.

2. Arguing from evidence – did you use the articles to make your points?  Did you just make up stuff from thin air?  For the sake of this seminar, you should be using the articles in order to argue your points.

3. Preparation – do you have:

a. All of your reading, marked up appropriately?  This means that they should be underlined and you should have written comments in the margins as you had thoughts about what they were saying.

b. 3 questions, 2 inferences, and 1 connection?

4. Leadership and Participation

a. Were you participating in your seminar when you were in the inner circle?  When in the outer circle, were you paying attention to the seminar and completing your task?

PREPARATION:  In order to prepare for the Socratic Seminar, you must complete the following 3 tasks:
1) Reread and prepare your notes from this unit.  This will be 10 different readings (#69, #70, #72, #73, #75, #76, #77, #78, #79, and #80).  You will be handing in ALL of the readings so that I can look at them and see that you’ve been underlining and analyzing them. 

2) Select one passage that you find particularly interesting from these 10 readings.  Mark this passage up and be prepared to talk about it.

3) Write down 3 questions, 2 inferences, and 1 connection.  
COMPLETION OF SEMINAR:  After the seminar, you must hand in (all stapled together):

1. Your 7 different readings

2. Your 3 questions, 2 inferences, and 1 connection

3. Your rubric – if I do not have a rubric from you, with your name on it, I cannot give you a grade.
